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The dissertation identifies several novel contributions of the research topic, which have been approved by the departmental academic committee and the institutional evaluation board. These contributions are as follows:
1. The dissertation proposes a theoretical orientation for cinematic and television storytelling-an area that remains underexplored in Vietnam, although it has been extensively developed internationally, with contributions from scholars such as Chatman, David Bordwell, Kristin Thompson, Raymond Williams, John Ellis, among others.
It conducts an in-depth analysis of television drama storytelling based on theories of complex cinematic narration, embodied cognition, and viewer engagement and attachment.
2. The study applies the theory of complex cinematic narration to television drama storytelling, focusing on two key components: plot and character. It employs reception theory, cognitive theory, and character engagement theory to examine audience connection. The dissertation analyzes several television dramas with different narrative strategies and modes of audience engagement.
3. The theory of complex television storytelling is applied to analyze the narrative structures of two Vietnamese television series: Bí mật Tam giác vàng and Quỳnh búp bê.
4. The dissertation examines the principles of distributing television drama content to audiences via both broadcast television and digital platforms in Vietnam, aiming to simultaneously meet audience demands and fulfill the specific 
functions of television as a state media institution.
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
